If you are not familiar with Greg Mortenson
and his book Three Cups of Tea, | encourage
you to read it and find out about this quiet,
humble, remarkable peacemaker.

His work in Pakistan began after a failed
attempt to climb K2 in the Himalayas. He was
injured and cared for by the community of
Korphe in northern Pakistan. After
recovering, he felt very indebted to the
community and promised to return to build a
school for girls. Three Cups of Tea tells this
remarkable story. That was in 1993. His work
today has expanded in northern Pakistan and
to the most remote regions of Afghanistan.
Since Greg has strong feelings about no
government support, he co-created Central
Asia Institute a non-profit organization the
helps raise funds to build the schools. In
addition local citizens belong to CAl in
leadership positions. To date 131 schools have
been built in Pakistan and remote regions of
Afghanistan. Education has been brought to
nearly 60,000 students.

Building schools in remote areas is not easy,
but as a peacemaker Greg believes involving
the local community can achieve the best and
fast, if unorthodox results. He works with the
local leaders of the community seeking their
advice and wisdom. He uses local labor and
products when available. He keeps his
promises and is rewarded by friendships. He
develops an understanding of the culture and
religions. He works by being part of the
community—at their invitation—not forcing
his way in.

Peace Notes this year will bewritten Ironically, this peacemaker’s book Three Cups

of Tea has become required reading for the
military. His philosophy is not complicated.
He believes the war in Afghanistan will be won
with books, notebooks, and pencils, the tools of
socioeconomic well-being. Greg reaches out to
village religious leaders and elders to help
convince parents to send their girls to schools.
This follows his mantra “If you educate a boy,
you educate and individual, but if you educate
a girl, you educate a community.”

Greg promotes peace through education and
does this with charm, grace, patience and
unfailing humility. He listens carefully, builds
relationships with village leaders based on
trust and respect and involved people in
shaping their own future. He takes time to
learn the local culture—courtesy, hospitality ,
respect of elders —and to understand and
appreciate the role Islam plays in people’s daily
lives.

His second book Stones into School takes up
where his first book left all. It's an amazing
story of how he is involved in building schools
in Afghanistan after making a promise in 1999
to Kirghiz horsemen he would return to build a
school in the isolated Wakhan Corridor area.
Since 2003 efforts have continued to build
schools in spite of earthquakes, war, and the
Taliban.

He has received numerous recognitions and
honors including the Star of Pakistan medal,
the nation’s highest civilian award. Mortenson
called the award “ a great honor and humbling.
This comes from the people of Pakistan. |
realize |1 have to uphold myself to the highest
standards,. But | have always thought of
myself as a person trying to do a little good in a
little corner of the world. And I still am the
same shy, reserve person with a big heart as |
was when | started.”

Stated Session Meeting, December 13, 2009
MINUTES

After a light supper at the home of Don & DeAnn Holt, the Pastor Bill Havens convened the meeting with the
opening devotion including prayer. Present were Class of 2009 Nora Burgess, Bob Kinloch, Charles Newton; Class of
2010 DeAnn Holt, Denise Moll, Ted Scott; Class of 2011 Delores Diehl, Sue Moore, Don Smith; Class of 2012 Lynda
Fraza Richard Myers, Charles Wills; and excused was Class of 2009 Bruce Minter.

The moderator welcomed the Class of 2012 and the treasurer to the meeting, and thanked the Holts for hosting
the meeting and providing the supper. Since Property Committee chair Ted Scott had to leave early the agenda was
amended to enable him to make the Presbytery report and Property Committee report immediately.

Presbytery Report: Ted Scott

Ted served as Elder Commissioner to the December 5 meeting of John Calvin Presbytery. He wished the whole
session could have heard the sermon by Synod Executive Nancy Kahaian as it was particularly impressive and
inspirational. Her leadership of exercises in the afternoon was very revealing. He would recommend we use this process
at some time for learning to talk to each other.

Property Committee: Ted Scott

Ted mentioned numerous ongoing projects including the stained glass cross for Fellowship Hall, outside painting
being put off until Spring, church sign has been repaired, Thomas memorial bench has been put in place, and hallway
ceiling patched. Ted moved that the present kitchen range be replaced with two residential-size gas ranges and that up
to $3,000 from the Kitchen Fund be authorized for that purpose. Motion was seconded and discussed. A motion was
made to amend the original motion to read that a taskforce consisting of the 2009 and 2010 Property Committee chairs,
Nora Burgess and Maria Nelson, representing the cooks’ point of view, be appointed to continue to pursue this and bring
information back to the Session. The amendment was seconded, discussed and passed. The motion then read to
appoint a taskforce consisting of Ted, Richard, Nora, and Maria to further investigate the options for replacing the kitchen
range at a cost of up to $3,000 from the Kitchen Fund and to bring information back to session for a decision. Amended
motion was seconded and passed. The task force must keep in mind the electrical wiring situation of our building.

Examination of the Officers-Elect:  Lynda Fraza, Richard Myers and Charles Wills, Elders-elect to the Class of 2012,
were examined by the Session in accordance with the book of Order G-14.0240. Don moved to sustain the
examination and proceed to set the date of January 10" for their ordination and/or installation. It was seconded and
approved. A called meeting of session will convene prior to worship and adjourn with the benediction on that day.

The Minutes for November 1 Stated Meeting were approved as printed.
Treasurer’s Report: Rich Marsh, Treasurer

presented detailed financial statement for month and year-to-date:

Income for November: $18,356.41 YTD: $163,634.00

Expenses for November: $17,782.68 YTD: $169,952.50

Included in the report: monies in the Endowment Fund of $77,915.17 invested in Church Development Fund,
Memorial Fund of $17,835.44, and additional investment in CDC of $18,944.16. The report was approved as presented.

Stewardship Committee: Don Smith

While the treasurer was still present to help answer questions, Don presented the 2010 budget as recommended
by Stewardship Committee. It is once again a bare-bones budget with cuts in many areas. The pastor’'s benefits were cut
and other staff salaries were frozen at 2007 rates. Delores moved to amend the presented budget by deleting the line-
item of $3,600 for Nursery Attendant and use to volunteers for childcare. The motion was seconded and approved.
DeAnn moved to balance the budget that $3,600 be removed from income line-item # 4602-000 making it $8,473.88.
Motion was seconded and approved. Don moved that the budget be adopted as amended -- revenue of $181,721.94
and expenditures of $181,721.94. Motion was seconded and approved. Since the nursery attendant position has been
eliminated, Don moved that the Worship Committee and Personnel Committee work together to develop a list of
volunteers willing to provide childcare and provide the head usher with the schedule. Motion was seconded and carried.
In light of the dire financial condition of our church, we need to seriously consider some alternatives for maintaining our
congregation. The problem seems to be that our building is too large and expensive to maintain for the size and financial
abilities of our congregation. Don moved that the Annual Meeting  of the Congregation be set for January 24 at which
time the problem be presented to the congregation and in the meantime Stewardship and A & P Committees collaborate
to develop a strategy for presenting the situation to the congregation to get their input. The plan will be presented to the
Session for approval on January 10. Motion was seconded and carried. Don asked for a consensus from the Session
that we do have a dire enough situation to be taking it this seriously. The Session agreed. Don moved , it was seconded



and carried, that the draft copy of the Memorial Fund Guidelines be adopted. (Copies of the full Memorial Fund
Guidelines can be requested from the church office or picked up in the Narthex.)
