Rick Ufford-Chase has been involved in mission and peacemaking most of his
life. During his teen years he was active in volunteering for social justice issues. In
high school he wrestled with the big questions at that time of hostage crises, war and injustice in the
world. In college he was encouraged to make each life decision through the lens of Jesus’ life and
ministry. Throughout his college career he volunteered to help support at risk families, took a class
that put him on the streets with the homeless population, ate in soup kitchens and slept in shelters or
parks.

He never felt called to go to seminary, even though he was a preacher’s kid. His call
became clear that he needed to take risks as Jesus took risks, to put himself in unknown,
uncomfortable positions and to focus on questions about peace and justice and be with those on
the margins of society. With this in mind he became a Volunteer in Mission for the Presbyterian
Church. This began a long career of working for justice and peace especially with marginalized
populations.

A trip to Nicaragua in 1986 with Witness for Peace deeply moved him as he witnessed the
effect of war on a poor country and their struggle for justice. He returned to the U.S and began his
career as a mission worker and dedicated his work to creating an organization that could bridge
the church of the privilege and the communities of poverty. He started his work on the US/Mexico
border near Tucson, Arizona. Working with people on both sides of the border he established
Borderlinks. This is a non-profit, ecumenical, bi-national organization that works closely with No Mas
Muertes (No More Deaths) to provide aid to migrants at risk in the deserts of southern Arizona. He
stayed with Borderlinks as director for eighteen years. During that time he also worked as a
volunteer in the sanctuary movement to support Central American refugees.

Realizing there was still more to be done and more risks for peacemaking Rick and his wife
Kitty, became reservists with the Christian Peacemaker Team (CPT). CPT is involved in nonviolent,
direct Christian motivated intervention in hotspots entrenched in violence and conflict. The Team
works with all parties to strive for peace. They have worked for peace in Columbia, Hebron and Iraq.

In 2004 Rick became the youngest person (46) to be elected moderator of PCUSA General
Assembly. While in that position he traveled across the US and around the world visiting churches
advocating and nurturing multi-cultural churches and encouraging a strong faith-based movement
for peace and justice.

At the end of his term as moderator, Rick accepted the position of Executive Director of the
Presbyterian Peace Fellowship. The fellowship began in the early 1940’s to provide support for
Presbyterians who were conscientious objectors during the Second World War. Recently, their work
has focused increasingly on nonviolent direct action, taking an active role in creating the peace
Jesus calls us to in the world. The work of PPF includes accompanying our sisters and brothers in war-
torn Colombia, witnessing to our own leaders to end the war in Iraq, and working to reduce
violence in our own communities. The work done takes seriously Jesus command to “love your
neighbors.”

Rick’s own words after a demonstration for peace in Washington D.C. reveals his passion for
peace: “l will continue to seek ways to stand against this war, and the broader “War against Terror”
for as long as it takes (perhaps my whole life) to bring about a different way of approaching our
enemies that will, Jesus assures us, lead to greater security. In the meantime, | will also continue to
seek ways to put even greater energy into living a positive, and probably more risky, commitment to
peacemaking through activities like Accompaniment in Colombia with the Presbyterian Peace
Fellowship, or Nonviolent Direct Intervention in situations of extreme conflict with Christian
Peacemaker Teams.

Rick is married to Kitty Ufford-Chase, a lifelong Quaker, and they have three children -Teo,
Troy and Leana.

Worn out office equipment (shredder and dot matrix printer) will be recycled
by volunteers The DCO group, who broke the brochure rack in the Narthex, has offered to replace it. After
hearing the opinions of Session members, Richard decided to take care of it. Denise moved, it was
seconded and carried, that the locks on the CE and church office doors be changed. Lynda moved, it
was seconded and carried, that the oil painting by Charles Summey, offered to the church by former
members Ken and Judy Goodner, be accepted at no cost to the church. DeAnn moved, it was seconded
and carried, that the Property Committee purchase, with money from the Kitchen Renovation Fund, a
replacement range for the kitchen from The Cloud Company for $5,825.
