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Did you hear Andrew
Sands report on September 27
about how our youth program is

going this fall? Eighteen youth at
PASTOR* Youth Group the Wednesday
= pefore. Or have you been present
on Wednesday to meet, greet, and welcome these
young people. How exciting to have them here.

Really, though, children and youth receive
such mixed messages in our culture. On the one
hand we speak of this age in hallowed yet wistful
tones as an amazing time in life. On the other
hand we can keep their concerns and their needs
safely out of sight and out of mind. About the
only time our ambivalence seems to mellow into
admiration is at Christmas. Not only is the
secular, cultural, and commercial side of
Christmas a celebration of childhood, the true
reason for the celebration is the birth of a child
and the promise that “a child shall lead them.”

Children and youth are naturally fearless,
fun-loving, and full of curiosity. These traits
encourage them to pick up the remote and start
messing with the Menu button. They can click
away at a mouse, move adeptly from screen to
screen, and feel their way through a complex new
game. They master the most advanced
technological gadgetry. They save the day for the
rest of us as we lumber along beside them into the
future.

And remember that great miracle repeated
in all four gospels: the feeding of the multitude,
and how Jesus used a child’s gift. The child had
no power to multiply the loaves and fish, but his
gift opened a way for Jesus and his disciples to
achieve their goal. What if Andrew had turned
that boy and his small offering away, dismissing
his gift as worthless and impossible? Our
children, and the ones who come to us, can often
save the day if we are open to them, and treat
their presence and input with the dignity, respect,
and importance they deserve.

Our kids’ technological savvy has also
served to shrink the diameter of the globe and
erase the boundary lines between nations, races,
countries, and continents. This unified version of
the world makes our children prime peacemakers,
central to the church’s mission.

As we sit at the feet of our children, though,
other generations are called to resist the urge to
stop being the adult, the grown-up. Even
responsibility-shy ones cannot abdicate our
ultimate accountability. While we may have to
rely on some kid to set the clock on our VCR, our
kids rely on us for a whole lot more. There are
millions of kids, some of whom come to our
church’s doors, who flounder helplessly in their
childhoods because no one in their household has
committed to being the grown-up. Just as we
need the freshness of their insights, our children
need to hear the wisdom of our experience. Just
as we need to learn new ways to process
information, our children need to be protected
from too much, too soon. Just as we need to hear
our children voice the plight of the earth, we need
to help them learn to listen for the voice of their
soul. Just as we need our children to help us see
our similarities, we need to help them discern
between good and evil.

Biblically speaking, “family values” aren’t
about the acquisition of stuff or about self-
indulgence, but about the Jesus-modeled life of
sacrifice, service, and self-denial. Rather than
making life easier for children by providing them
with every possible entertainment and latest
wizardry, we can model for them the hard stuff of
life—what it means to live generously, to give
rather than to receive, to care for suffering ones, to
see others as children of God, too. In Christ, Go d
wrestled with all that it means to be broken
humanity, and showed us the way to be whole.
We often refer to church as “family.” How can we
strengthen those relationships and help promote

the “family values” of God? ) ;
