Nicholas Kristof 
Nicholas D. Kristof has been a columnist for The New York Times since 2001 and is a two-
time Pulitzer Prize winner who writes op-ed columns that appear twice a week in The 
Times.  A Phi Beta Kappa graduate of Harvard College he studied law at Oxford University 
on a Rhodes Scholarship. He later studied Arabic in Cairo and Chinese in Taipei.  He has 
lived on four continents, reported on six, and traveled to more than 140 countries, plus all 
50 states, every Chinese province, and every main Japanese island.  In 1990 Mr. Kristof 
and his wife, Sheryl WuDunn, covered China's Tiananmen Square democracy movement 
and won a Pulitzer Prize for journalism for that coverage.  Mr. Kristof won a second 
Pulitzer in 2006, for commentary for what the judges called "his graphic, deeply reported 
columns that, at personal risk, focused attention on genocide in Darfur and that gave 
voice to the voiceless in other parts of the world." 
Mr. Kristof’s columns have often focused on global health, poverty, and gender issues in 
the developing world. In particular, since 2004 he has written dozens of columns about 
Darfur and visited the area ten times.  For most of his career, he has focused on exposing 
the abuses perpetrated on women and children in third world countries.  He is a fiercely 
moral voice crying out for an end to the oppression of women and girls in the developing 
world.  Kristof has written columns and books that not only uncover these injustices but 
also present an inspiring testament to the courage and resilience of these women as they 
struggle against all odds to turn despair into hope, slavery into freedom, poverty into 
success. 
Kristof and his wife are authors of the recently published book, Half the Sky: From 
Oppression to Opportunity for Women Worldwide.  This book takes the reader on an 
odyssey through Africa and Asia to meet extraordinary women – a Cambodian teen sold 
into sex slavery, an Ethiopian woman who suffered unnecessary, devastating injuries in 
childbirth, and an abused Zimbabwean mother of five.  With a little help, these women 
transformed their lives and became successful and independent. 
Greg Mortenson, author of Three Cups of Tea, and the subject of the February SCROLL 
PeaceNotes says of the book – “It vividly illustrates how women have turned despair into 
prosperity and bravely nurtured hope to cultivate a bright future.  The book ends with an 
especially compelling ‘what you can do’ to exhort us all to action.”  I hope you’ll take time 
to read this stirring and inspiring book.
