We must know
that our opinions are not a matter of very
great moments, except in so far as in what
they lead us to do. I see no reason whatever
to suppose that the Creator lays any stress
on them either. Experience answers our
problems—experience of faith and common
sense. For faith and common sense, taken
together, make reasonable service, which
ends by giving us the light of life.

We could tell that people really took the questionnaire
seriously and gave thoughtful comments about why they ranked the choices as they did.
Here are the results.

To date, we have had over 50 questionnaires returned. Some came from a family
instead of an individual, so we think they reflect the opinion of nearly 60 people.

People’s overwhelming first choice was to try to find a way to stay where we are and
grow our church. Some people were candid by saying that while this was their first
choice, they were uncertain how we would accomplish it facing the declining populations
and declining contributions. Others offered to contribute more and suggested options that
might help us meet our financial obligations. We are still looking for creative and God
inspired ideas that might help make this happen.

The second choice was to merge or partner with another church. Many who chose
this option said they would prefer that the other church join us here in our building.
Some said we should strive to have a pastor in place before we try this avenue.

Third choice was to sell the property and try to buy a smaller property that might
afford us some savings in utilities and upkeep. Even those that selected this were against
the “storefront” idea of having a church in a strip mall. The ideal was to find a smaller
building in perhaps a better location that would save money and facilitate growth.

The last choice was to dissolve and disband. Nearly everyone who placed this last
on the list cited the need to keep our people together. They recognized what a valuable
support system we have at Southminster and wanted to keep our congregation and the
support system in tact, particularly to help care for our aging population.

Our committee feels that we need to wait until we at least have an interim pastor in
place before we carry on with this process. We did want to share these preliminary
results. Thanks again to all who have participated in the process and we welcome your
continued prayers, ideas, and suggestions.

WE RESPOND TO DISASTER IN HAITI

Thank you, thank you, thank you, Southminster's generosity was again exemplified
by the donations of Hygiene Kits and Baby Kits for Haiti. Over 135 hygiene kits and 2
baby kits will be delivered to Ferncliff AR, the PDA warehouse. Totally, over 250 kits will
be delivered from Covenant Presbyterian, Woodland Heights Presbyterian and
Southminster. These Kits will go towards replacing the 35,000 kits that have already been
sent to Haiti. I'm sure it won't be long before these kits will find their way to Haiti. Along
with these kits over $1,220 was sent to PDA for the Haiti relief. PDA sent over $200,000
within a week of the earthquake, and committed $500,000 over the long term
recovery.

= to missionary work among young girls. During her teaching assignments in Loreto
schools, she "heard the call to ...follow Christ into the slums and serve the poorest
of the poor".

She established the Missionaries of Charity in 1950 and by the time of her death, the
Missionaries were operating hospices, homes, kitchens, schools, orphanages and counseling
programs in more than 123 countries. Millions have volunteered to help this society.

She encouraged the world to smile and love our neighbor and to serve one another. She
referred to a life of service as being "God's pencil--a tiny bit of pencil with which He writes what He
likes... a love letter to the world." The Nobel Peace Prize was awarded to her in 1979. Gallup said
she was the "most admired person of the 20th century.” That's why I chose to write about her
during this time of reflection before Easter.

Are you surprised then, that this woman would be the center of controversy over 30 years
after her death? For all of her doing good, I find that there are those who sought out the problems
in her service. That some of her money raising came from the "wrong people" and now I hear there
is a faction who don't want her service to the world's poor to be recognized on a US postage stamp
(because of her faith in God?)

A peace maker will try to walk the tightrope of controversy. As with many controversies,
two opposing viewpoints are not as simple as love - hate, honesty - dishonesty, good - bad,
liberal - conservative; but have a mix of gray, an attitude of some - not all.

"| prefer you to make mistakes in kindness than work miracles in unkindness."
"If you want to make peace, you don't talk to your friends. Talk to your enemies."
"If you can't feed a hundred people, then feed just one."

I contemplate during Lent how Jesus offered himself up even after accomplishing a life of
doing good. Is it any wonder I might feel guilty after considering taking the easy way out? Thank
God for the courage to be honest with myself, my family, and my church. What service can I
provide? What do I have to offer? First, I guess I'll offer myself to my church family. Then
perhaps during Lent I can choose a project to help a neighbor (Mother Teresa said, "'love your
neighbor'... do you know your neighbor?) The project that caught my attention is "WASH for Lent. "
http: //washforlent.wordpress.com. Look at how Presbyterian Peacemakers are involved with other
nonprofit organizations this lent in a program called WASH : WAter, Sanitation, Hygiene.

Tread Lightly for Lent. This is another Presbyterian website with concrete ideas for fasting
and feasting during lent.

Stated Session Meeting - January 10, 2010
MINUTES

Pastor Bill Havens, moderator, opened the meeting with devotions including prayer, in the Southard Room at
the church at 6:00 p.m. All members of Session were present. The agenda was approved as emailed. The
minutes of the December 13 Stated Meeting and the December 27 Called Meeting were approved as emailed.

Treasurer’s Report: Rich Marsh
Income for December: $17,194.90 Year ending Dec 31, 2009:$180,828.90

Expenses for December: $13,462.89 Year ending Dec 31, 2009:$183,415.39

This leaves a year-end balance of $5,801.31 in the General Fund; $78,684.27 in the Endowment Fund
with $19,207 also invested at CDC; $17,797.45 in the Memorial Fund; and $12,647.68 in Extraordinary
Gifts Fund. The treasurer’s report was approved by consensus.

Pastor’s Report: Bill Havens

This being Pastor Bill's last stated meeting with the Session, he reviewed the goals he made for
himself at the beginning of his service in our congregation. This was an interesting review of the last 14
years. Under Bill's leadership we have had many successes and a few set backs. Big successes are the
Shepherd Program, the Spiritual Retreats, Holland School Partnership and involvement of neighborhood
children, the Choir Festival, New Officer Development, Pastoral support of the committees, Session Worship,
unity in congregation, Wonderful Wednesdays, Consecration Sunday and involvement in Presbytery.
Setbacks include the lawsuits against the Pastor and the Session, deterioration of the neighborhood as well
as aging and decline of our church membership, and the recent rise in the anxiety level of the congregation.

He briefly outlined the process for pastoral leadership in the next months and indicated the role he is
required to play. He is committed to be a model “former pastor” -- he and his family will continue to be our
friends but he cannot enter into discussions of the church’s business.

Bill expressed appreciation for the enthusiasm of the church leadership, and especially the support
by the congregation that he and his family felt upon the death of their son, Preston. Also the Havens have
appreciated the acceptance of their son, Eric, by our congregation. Session members expressed our sadness
at the prospect of Bill retiring but fully understand his decision, our thankfulness for his untiring service in
our congregation especially his support of the committee chairs, his guidance in matters of church polity
and procedures, and his positive attitude even in the face of conflict.

Pastor Bill asked that a liaison with outside groups be appointed.

The Session approved the following baptisms to be performed by Bill Havens:

in the Spring of Olivia Morgan Sager, daughter of Stephanie and Kevin Sager and granddaughter of Don and
Sally Smith.

Lynda Fraza moved that we accept with deepest regret Pastor Bill Havens' proposal, tabled at the December

27 Called Meeting:

That the congregation concur with the request of the Pastor to terminate his pastoral relationship
with Southminster Church, and join him in petition to John Calvin Presbytery that he be Honorably Retired,
effective February 28, 2010;

That his pastoral service conclude on January 31, 2010, with terms of call continued through
February 21, and Board of Pensions dues through March 15.

The motion was seconded and passed. The congregation will vote on this request at the Annual
Meeting on January 24.

The Clerk requested and Session agreed by consensus to continue tape recording session meetings for her
convenience in writing the minutes.

The clerk wrote the letter as directed by Session to John Calvin Presbytery going on record as being
greatly concerned with the direction that the Presbytery is taking. The Session approved it as read.

The clerk received an email from Committee on Ministry Moderator, Susan Leonard, advising us that
the Rev. Ellen Brantley, Pastor at Westminster, has been appointed as Moderator of Session after Bill's
retirement at the end of January.
